Proper Attire at an LDS Site
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	Break-away Lanyard
Keys, or other objects worn around the neck should be on a break-away lanyard. This prevents a choking hazard.
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	Shoes
It is recommended that approved safety shoes be worn to protect your feet. Non-slip with protective toe reinforcement is preferred.
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	Gloves
Appropriate gloves and aprons shall be worn when working directly with patients. Gloves should be replaced between each patient.
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	Jewelry
The wearing of rings or other jewelry is not recommended on the job, particularly if working around moving or rotating parts.
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
